and Family Health addresses a wide range

of challenges to health, focusing on
reproductive, adolescent, and child health, both
in settled communities and communities that
have been displaced as a result of political or
environmental emergencies. It works to improve
health conditions in locations throughout its
upper Manhattan neighborhood and on three
continents.

The Department’s academic program aims to
develop leaders dedicated to solving critical
public health issues, locally and globally, in the
fields of sexual, reproductive, adolescent, child,
and refugee health. The Department makes every
effort to integrate a human rights component
into all of its activities, so that its practice of
public health promotes the greater social goals
of human well-being, equality, and freedom.

PUTTING THEORY INTO PRACTICE

A vital strength of the Department’s academic
program lies in its practice-based approach to
learning, which blends theory and service in all
four tracks.

The Department runs a variety of community-
based reproductive, adolescent, and child health
programs in Northern Manhattan that provide
valuable opportunities for training students and
for conducting service-based research. It also
manages major service and research programs
in Africa, Asia, and Latin America. As students
earn their degrees, they learn to:

e identify the major and emerging public health
problems within their tracks, and understand
the most significant programmatic and policy
responses in practice today

e design and implement viable and culturally
appropriate public health service delivery
programs that include needs assessments and
evaluations, as well as advocacy components

e apply sound methodology to design, complete,
and present service-based research

Students in this Department complete 45 credit
hours of courses, online learning modules, a field
practicum, and a capstone paper.

BEYOND THE DEGREE

Upon completing the program, students assume
roles as policy makers and analysts, program
developers, administrators, evaluators, and
applied researchers. They are highly sought by
federal, state, local, and international govern-
mental and nongovernmental organizations,
service delivery programs, and humanitarian
and research organizations.
